1.  GENERAL INFORMATION
1.1. Geography
Akhtubinsky district is situated in the north east part of Astrakhan region and it is stretched along the left bank of the Volga river. Here, on the border with Volgograd region, there is the extreme point of the region, Stasov village.

The territory of the district is 781 thousand ha. 

The center of the district is the town of Akhtubinsk, which is 292 km away from the city of Astrakhan. The communication with the regional center is made by motor and railway transport.

The district borders with Volgograd region in the north, with Kasakhstan in the east, with Chernoyarsky district in the west, with Kharabalinsky district in the south west, and with Yenotaevsky district of Astrakhan region in the south.

The highest point of the district and the Caspian sea plain is the salt dome of Mount Big Bogdo (149.6 m above the sea level).

The hydrographic part of the district is represented by the deep Volga river with its main arms: the Akhtuba, the Vladimirovka, and the Kalmynka. The water conditions of the rivers are characterized with a highly expressed spring and summer flood, which is observed in April to June, and a summer to autumn low-water season.

The maximum flood level occurs at the end of May to the beginning of June. The duration of the high water stand peak does not exceed 3 to 5 days.

There is a range of deposit occurrences and ingresses in the territory of Akhtubinsky district. These are oil, clay and loam to produce bricks, sand to prepare concrete and silicate items and glass, constructive plaster-stone, therapeutic muds, salt, sand clays; there are also deposits of mineral water. The presence of Saline Baskunchak with the overall area of 12005 ha creates an area with a unique microclimate in the territory.

The flora of the Volgo-Akhtubinsky flood plain is represented by meadow, steppe-meadow and meadow boggy associations.

The territory of the alluvial part of the district is represented by meadows. The content of the natural flora is represented by species, which can endure flooding for a long time, and, after the water declines, they proceed with vegetation: they are quitches, rhizomatous, sedgy, meadow plants as well as many annual plants. The main forest-forming species are osier and poplar, which grow in the highly ridged channel flood plain in the form of small blocks.

1.2. History and Culture
There is an unusual lake in Russia, where you can not only swim, but also walk upon, and even drive. This saline named Baskunchak is in Akhtubinsky district of Astrakhan region. Its area is more than 12000 ha and it is a hollow on the top of a salt montain, which goes thousands of metres deep down into the ground with its bed. Springs bring there more than two and a half thousand tons of salt annually. It has been excavated here since the ancient time. The first official reference to Baskunchak is dated 1627. It is called a place “where they break salt, which is as clear as ice” in the “Book of the Great Design” (the first geographical guide of Russia). When we speak about the lake of Baskunchak and Mount Bogdo, we mean Akhtubinsky District.

The first Russian settlements in the Trans-Volga region arise from runaway bonds as well as salt-sellers who came to carry salt from the lakes. Thus, the settlement of Vladimirovka appeared in 1768. Ekaterina II understood the importance of labour force consolidation in this locality, which resulted in the Decree of fastening the villages and settlements, which were not still attached to the salines, in 1794. Vladimirovka, which is now the town of Akhtubinsk, was also among them. 

Such measures to fasten the farmers caused an outflow of part of the population from the Lower Volga region. To mitigate the tension, Emperor Alexander I issued a Decree in 1808, under which the inhabitants of the settlement of Vladimirovka were freed from bearing any state duties, but they had to carry salt from the lakes to the salt storage warehouses near the Volga. All of it stimulated a drift of labour. 
Thus, the village of Rozhdestvenka appeared in 1808, Bolkhuny and Sokrutovka in 1822, N.Nikolaevka in 1826, and Udachnoye in 1848. The exceptions were Zolotukha, which appeared in the late 18th century and Kapustin Yar, which was officially registered as a settlement in 1805.

The monuments of architecture are set out in Appendix 1.

Earlier, Akhtubinsky district bore the name of Vladimirovsky district. Founded under the old name in 1927, the district was transferred to Stalingrad region in 1931, and included into Astrakhan circle in 1937.

Vladimirovsky district was renamed Akhtubinsky district on the grounds of the Decree of the Presidium of the RSFSR Supreme Soviet dated 21 February 1975.

The municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district” was given the status of a Municipal district in conformity with the Law of Astrakhan region and it acts on the grounds of the new edition of the Statute adopted by the Council of the Municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district” (decision №. 31, dated 30.06.2008) with the latest amendments and supplements.

A net of cultural institutions (Appendix 2) is widely spread in Akhtubinsky district. 
It comprises 56 institutions at the moment: 

- 20 culture and recreation type institutions: 13 village recreation centers, 2 motorclubs, the Municipal River Worker Recreation Center, the District Recreation Center, a culture and recreation center, the Center of Folk Culture, and the Municipal Center of Culture and Enlightenment;

- 2 municipal institutions of extended education for children (5 branches);

- a municipal institution of cinema services for the population, which comprises cinema “Pobeda” and 15 cinema projectors. 
- an intersettlement central library, which  comprises 27 libraries;

- the areal historical regional museum.

The Akhtubinsk affiliate of the Astrakhan Art School named after Vlasov, Concert and Exhibition Hall “Muse”, and a theatre hall of the District Recreation Center operate in the city of Akhtubinsk.

1.2. Population
Akhtubinsky district takes up the second position in the region after the city of Astrakhan as for the population size.

As of 01.01.14, the population of Akhtubinsk and the district had reached 66.640 people (Appendix 5). 

During the year of 2013, 921 children were born in Akhtubinsky district (959 in 2012). The total birth rate constituted 13.6 on a basis per 1000 people of the population against 13.9 in 2012 (14.8 throughout the region).

994 people died in the district in 2013 (1107 in 2012), including those at the age prior to 1 year: 5 children (8 children in 2012). The total death rate amounted to 14.7 on a basis per 1000 people of the population agaisnt 16.1 in 2012 (12.2 throughout the region).

The death rate has been decreasing, but it still exceeds the birth rate.

The normal loss of the population constituted 73 people in 2013 (148 people in 2012). The number of the dead exceeded that of the born by 1.1 times.

Starting from 1996 and untill now, the number of the resident population in the district has been decreasing annually; it is influenced by the natural and migration loss (especially the latter). 

The migration still remains negative, it is, first of all, related to the departure of the families of the militaries, who were discharged and obtained residence in other regions of Russia (“State Housing Certificates” Program). The migration was 983 people in 2013 and 2015 people in 2012.

The Civil Registry Office Authorities registered 592 marriages and 380 divorces in 2013 (599 marriages and 390 divorces in 2012). In comparison with 2012, a decrease in the number of marriages and divorces took place, by 1.2 % and 2.6 % respectively. 64 parted marriage couples fell on 100 newly formed ones against 65 in 2012.

The total marriage and divorce rates per 1000 of the populations are 8.8 marriages and 5.7 divorces.
The age composition of the population as of 1 January 2014 is characterized with the following numbers: the working population is 57.6 % of the total population size, the persons older than the active working age are 21.9 %, and those younger than the active working age are 16.9 %. 

The representatives of 66 ethnic nationalities live in the district: Russians, Kazakhs, Ukrainians, Chechens, Tatars, etc.
1.4. The Parameters of the Economical Situation
1.4.1. Industry.
48 large, medium and small scale industiral enterprises operate in the territory of the district.

The industry of Akhtubinsky district is represented by branches such as: mining operations, manufacturing activities, and production and distribution of electrical power, gas, and water.

The industrial production index amounted to 88.3 % in 2013 in comparison with the relevant period of the previous year and the amount of the local production goods shipped, the works and services performed by the local forces reached 2506.8 mln. rub. as for the types of aconomical activities, or 86.2 % to the level of the relevant period in 2012 . 

As for the amounts of the local production goods shipped and the works and services performed, the Municipal district still takes up one of the leading positions in the region among rural areas. The amounts of our district make 1.6 % of the amounts of the local production goods shipped and the works and services performed throughout Astrakhan region. As for the type of economical activity such as mining operations, we are in the second place in the region. 

The amounts of the local production goods shipped and the works and services performed on a per capita basis constituted 37.0 thous. rubles in 2013.

Mining operations take up 55.3%, manufacturing activities – 28.9 %, and production, transfer, and distribution of electric power, gas, and water – 15.8 % in the structure of the amounts of local production goods shipped and the works and services performed.
1.4.2. The Parameters of Small Business. 
Small and medium businesses are an important factor of economic growth; their general advantages are flexibility, rapid start-up, and innovations. The development of the sphere of small business is a strategical necessity for increasing political, economical, and social stability of the Russian society. Small businesses contribute to the growth of the taxable base (at forming budgets of all levels), the unemployment rate decrease, and saturation of the market with diverse goods and services.
The condition of the small business development in the municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district” can be characterized as a serious reserve of economic development and enhancement of the social climate. The implementaion of work to support the small and medium businesses by the Administration of the district is based on the special-purpose programme approach, where the measures are mutually tied with the terms, resources, and performers.

The number of small and medium business entities in Akhtubinsky district is represented by the full circle (small businesses, microbusinesses, and individual enterpreneurs).

According to the data of the Astrakhanstat, the number of small, including micro-, businesses for the period of 2013 increased by 6.4 % to the level of 2012 and amounted to 314 units.

The total turnover of small and microbusinesses was 2672.1 mln. rubles in 2013.
The wholesale and retail trade takes up the leading positions in the structure of the industries according to the economical activities. The turnover of the wholesale and retail trade amounted to 1582.6 mln. rubles. The goods to the amount of 23.7 thous. rubles were acquired on a per capita basis in 2013.

Individual enterpreneurs are engaged in reparing household appliances, vehicles, TV and video systems, producing furniture for sale and under orders of the population, producing joinery, rendering hairdressing, cosmetology, and other services in the municipal unit.

Salaries are an important ultimate indicator of the small business and microbusiness activities in the district, in terms of both workers labour remuneration and the income tax collection. 

The monthly average salary amounted to 10710.8 rub. among the small and medium business enterprises in 2013, or increased by 19.1 % to the level of 2012. 
The success of the small business activities depends in many ways on the level of investment processes. In a whole, the small and microbusinesses of Akhtubinsky district invested 15.8 mln. rubles for the whole period of 2013  .

1595 enterpreneurs without a formation of a legal entity are registered in Akhtubinsky district.

The Administration of the district has a constant hot line for the issues of business activities.

1.4.3. Agricultural Parameters. 

The agriculture of Akhtubinsky district has a multi-branch structure: vegetable growing, potato growing, melon-growing, dairy and beef breeding, sheep breeding, and poultry breeding.

The area of the agricultural lands is 313773 ha, among them, 19.2 % are boharic ploughlands, 6.3 % are irrigated ploughlands, 26.3 % are hay harvests, 48.0 % are pastures, and 0.2 % are fallows.

The area of the lands, which are in the joint shared and joint property, is 169245 ha.

In 2013, 7 agricultural production cooperatives, 7 limited liability companies, “Vladimirovskaya” poultry factory, 2 meat processing factories, and a range of service companies were engaged in agricultural production in Akhtubinsky district.

The number of the registered peasant farming operations in the district amounted to 438 units and about 8 thousand of personal subsidiary economies.

In 2013, all the catergories of the households of Akhtubinsky district produced agricultural products to the amount of 3.7 bln. rubles, which exceeded the level of 2012 by 2.5 %. The agricultural production is concentrated in personal subsidiary economies– 52.8 % (2.0 bln. rub.) and in peasant farming operations – 36.9 % (1.4 bln. rub.).

The system building branch of the agriculture is plant growing. The share of plant growing in the total amount of the bulk production is 64 %, that of cattle breeding is 36 %.

The area under crops amounted to 7.5 thous.  ha in 2013. 
The amount of the vegetable, cucurbit crops, and potato production:

- vegetable crops – 175.6 thous. tons; 

- cucurbit crops – 41.9 thous. tons;

- potatos – 26.5 thous. tons.

Cattle-breeding.

The animal and poultry population in the district is: cattle – 24.4 thous.  heads, including cows – 15.6 thous. heads; sheep – 75.3 thous. heads, and horses – 1680 heads; poultry – 318.7 thous. heads.

The stock-breeders of the district produced 19.3 thous. tons of milk, 68.2 mln. eggs, 5.5 thous. tons of cattle and poultry (a live weight basis), and 217 tons of wool. 

In 2013, 136 credit agreements were concluded and credit resources were received in the amount of 159.3 mln. rubles to achieve the aims set; among them:

- agricultural companies – 73.9 mln. rubles;

- peasant farming operations – 65.8 mln. rubles;

- personal part-time housholds – 19.6 mln. rubles.

In 2013, financial support was received from the federal and regional budgets at the amount of 100 mln. rubles, including: 32.4 mln. rub. from the federal budget and 67.5 mln. rub. from the regional budget, which was directed to:

- the support of cattle breeding – 18 mln. rub.;

- support of plant growing – 19 mln. rub.;

- funding the investment and short term credits – 9.0 mln. rub.;

- support of the regional programs, which are important for the economy – 18 mln.rub.
- water feed for irrigation under the EPS system– 36 mln.rub.
State support was lent to 11 agricultural companies, 97 peasant farming operations as well as 318 personal part-time households.  

The share of profitable agricultural organizations in Akhtubinsky district was 36.4 % (4 companies out of 11) in 2013, which is on the level of 2012. The amount of the pretax profit of the profitable enterprises was 6.2 mln. rub.
Most of the enterprises operated in 2013 with losses, the main reasons for this are:

- depreciacion of the fixed assets;

- previous year debts;

- deficit of qulaified staff.
1.4.4. Construction Industry Parameters. 
Construction is an indicator of success of a municipality development. 

The scope of work done as for type of activities “Construction” (excluding informal activities) amounted to 3244.3 mln. rubles in 2013  .

As for type of activities “Construction”, the share of the District was 7.3% in the total scope of work done by the regional organizations.

The amount of capital investments among the large and medium sized companies and organisations registered in the territory of Akhtubinsky district was 566.3 mln. rubles in 2013. 

The sources of the investment project funding were proprietory and raised money. The share of the proprietory money of organizations and entities of the small and medium businesses was 69.5% (393.8mln. rub.) in the total amount of funding in the financial year.

The amount of investments (excluding the budget funds) on a per 1 person basis for the year of 2013 constituted 7144.10 rub, 3018.0 rub. in prices of 2003.
The analysis of the investments in “pure” types of economic activities in Akhtubinsky district demonstrates that 55.2 % (312.6 mln. rub.) were consumed in “Mining Operations” branch; 5.7 % (32.2 mln. rub.) in “Manufacturing Activities”branch; 5.5 % (31.3 mln. rub.) in “Transport and Communication”branch; and 4.6 % (25.9 mln. rub.) in “Operations with real estate, rent, and provision of services”branch.

In the year of 2013, these parameters arose from investment project implementation in the following directions:

– construction of production and health complex "Zolotoy Bugor" (in 2013, purchase of equipment, machines, and structures);

– production modernization as well as facilities reinforcement of "Knauf Gyps Baskunchak" CJSC; 
- purchase of new eqiupment and machines by "Akhtubinsk Shipping Company " LLC;

- purchase of new eqiupment by "Akhtubinskopprom" OJSC;

- production modernization and eqiupment purchase by "Vladimirovskaya" Poultry Factory”  LLC;

 – facilities reinforcement by  “ASSRZ” CJSC;
– agricultural development.

The growth of this parameter was influenced, in general, by investments of the large and medium size companies of the district, such as “Russol” LLC, “Knauf Gyps Baskunchak” CJSC, “Akhtubinsk Shipping Company” LLC, and “Akhtubinsky Shiprepairer and Shipyard” CJSC.

Housing. In 2013, the companies of all types of property and individual developers introduced housing with the total area of 33716 m2.

Individual developers built 59 houses with the total area of 10185 m2 at the expense of their own and borrowed funds, which constitutes 30.2% of the total amount of the commissioned housing.

The share of the district developers was 5.7% in the total amount of the housing commissioned in the region.

1.4.5. Consumer Market. Trade services are performed for the district population by 506 sites of a stationary retail trade network, 1 agricultural retail market, 6 fairs, and 54 catering companies. 

In 2013, the turnover of the retail trade amounted to 2094566 thous. rubles.

The share of the retail trade turnover in the district amounted to 4.0% in the turnover of the rRegion.

The catering turnover was114613 thous. rubles.
1.4.6. Paid Service Market. The population was rendered paid services for 697408.0 thous.  rubles, which makes 3.5% in the total amount of the services performed by the companies of the region.

In comparison with the previous period, the following services grew up: communication, housing, veterinary, and public utility.

The following types of paid services for the population are the most popular: housing and public utilities – 68.8 %, passenger transport services –7.2%, medical services – 5.3 %, and education system services – 5.3 %.

1.5. Local Autonomy Authorities
In compliance with the Statute of the Municipal unit, Akhtubinsky district is an independent municipal unit in the territory of Astrakhan region of the Russian Federation.

The structure of the Local Government Administration of Municipal unit “Akhtubinsky District” comprises: The Council of Akhtubinsky district, the Head of the district who is the Head of the Administration of Akhtubinsky district, the Administration of Akhtubinsky district, and the Control and Counting Commission of Akhtubinsky district.

Since 2009, Municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district” is governed by Head of the Municipal unit Viktor Alekseevich Vedischev.

The Administration of Municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district” is at the address: Astrakhan region, Akhtubinsk town, Volgogradskaya street, 141.



2. MUNICIPAL units of Akhtubinsky District
The territory of Akhtubinsky district comprises 15 municipal units: 3 urban and 12 rural settlements.

Akhtubinsky district is one of the largest and most complex municipal districts of Astrakhan region on the strength of the territory occupied, production facilities situated here, the concentration of scientific and industrial sites, and the number of resident and temporary population in the territory,.

2.1. The Town of Akhtubinsk
The settlement of Vladimirovka was founded in 1768.

In 1959, the village of Vladimirovka and industrial communities Akhtuba and Petropavlovka were reorganized into the town of Akhtubinsk by a Decree of the Presidium of the RSFSR Supreme Soviet.

The administrative significance of the town of Akhtubinsk: the District Center of Akhtubinsky district.

Municipal unit “The town of Akhtubinsk” was formed in 2006.

The town is located in the north part of Astrakhan region on the left bank of the Akhtuba river (the arm of the Volga).

The distance from the regional center Astrakhan is 293 km and it’s 169 km from Volgograd.

The total area of the Municipal unit lands is 105540 ha.

The population as of 01.01.2014 is 38940 people, among them:

· 23364 people of employable age or 60.0 % of the whole population;

· 9307 people or 23.9 % older than employable age;

· 6269 people or 16.1 % younger than employable age.

The population is polyethnic in composition.

One of the largest companies of the town of Akhtubinsk is the Shiprapeirer and Shipyard Plant. A major aircraft testing center, GLIC named after V. P. Chkalov, is also located in the territory of the Municipal unit.

203 companies of consumer services for the population, 317 shops with the sales area of 17.5 thous.  m2, and 23 restaurants and cafes with 1504 seats run their business in the town.

2.2. The Township of Verkhny Baskunchak 
The history of the township started in 1903.

Municipal unit “The Township of Verkhny Baskunchak” is situated in the eastern part of the Astrakhan region, 41 km from the Districtl Center, the town of Akhtubinsk and 15 km south of the border with Kazakhstan.

 It is 32 km far from nearest territorial motorway “Astrakhan – Volgograd”.

Four settlements are situated in the territory of Municipal unit “The Township of Verkhny Baskunchak”: the township of Verkhny Baskunchak, the settlement of Razyezd Martovsky, the township of Shunguli, and r/w station Solonchak.

- 5650 people of employable age, or 69.5 % of the whole population;

- 1009 people older than employable age, 12.4 % of the whole population;

- 1465 people younger than employable age, which is 18.1 % of the whole population.

The population is polyethnic in composition.

R/w station V. Baskunchak is a major railway junction on the Privolzhskaya railway.

A locomotive depot, a railway car shed, the Verkhne-Baskunchak signalling sector, Verkhne-Baskunchak railway sector, r/w station Verkhny Baskunchak, construction train 389, railway machine station 196, an operating cash desk of the Akhtubinsky SBD 3976 of Povolzhsky Bank of Sberbank RF; a post office of an economically autonomous structural subdivision; the Akhtubinsky General Post Office of the Administration of Federal Mail Communication of Astrakhan region, a branch  of VGUP “The Post of Russia”; a division of the Akhtubinsky telecom center of the regional branch of the “Southern Telecommunication Company” OJSC; and a police precinct operate in the territory of the Municipal unit.

2.3. The Township of Nizhny Baskunchak 
The status of an urban settlement was given to the municipal unit in 1925.

The township of Nizhny Baskunchak is situated 50 km east of the town of Akhtubinsk and 14 km south of the border with Kazakhstan. 

The nearest railway station is “Verkhny Baskunchak”, which is 10 km from the township.

The distance from motorway “Astrakhan – Volgograd” is about 42 km
The distance from the district center, the town of Akhtubinsk, is 64 km, and 363 km from the Region Center, the city of Astrakhan.

Four settlements are situated in the territory of Municipal unit “The Township of Nizhny Baskunchak”: the urban settlement of Nizhny Baskunchak, the township of Sredny Baskunchak, the township of Zeleny Sad, and farmstead The 8 Marta.

The overall area of the Municipal unit territory is 66500 ha.

The Center of the Municipal unit is the urban settlement of Nizhny Baskunchak.

3. INVESTMENT INFRASTRUCTURE
3.1 Raw Materials and Natural Resources

Terrain/land relief. Terrain is one of the essential natural factors that have an impact on the character and the intensity of land resources use. 
Akhtubinsky District is the northern part of Astrakhan region characterized by the monotonous flat plain with saucer-shaped depressions or pits. Only the ancient water stream beds and separate dome heights, called salt domes, disturb the uniformity of the area. The highest point of the area is Big Bogdo mountain salt dome of 149 meters high. The valleys of the Volga and Akhtuba rivers are covered with deep but short gullies. The floodplain is generally characterized by large-maned relief with oxbow lakes. 
Hydrography. Hydrographical part of the district is represented by the most abundant Volga river with its main distributary channels : Akhtuba river, Vladimirovka, Kalmynka. Rivers water regime is characterized by strongly pronounced spring and summer floods in the period from April to June, as well as summer and autumn low-water season. The maximum flood is observed in the end of May or early June. Duration of flood peak does not exceed 3 to 5 days. Use of water resources in semi-desert and desert conditions of the district is crucial for irrigated agriculture, stock water development for pastures and catle, and household needs. Climate conditions of the district make it possible to develop only artificial irrigation farming. Irrigation and water-supply channels are being constructed, irrigation machines are being installed.  Groundwater is used for water supply to residential areas. 
Soils. According to the soil and geographical zoning Akhtubinsky District of Astrakhan region is situated in the Caspian Province. Soil cover of the district is characterized by the light brown and brown desert-steppe soils, sodium-rich solonetz complex, sand massif and solonetz/alkali patches. 
This is an area with the desert-steppe type of soil formation, where natural processes go on in the conditions of low rainfall, high evaporation rate, dry air, prevailing east winds; however, the Volga waters mitigate the impact of those regional natural factors.

A considerable part of the district land mainly consists of light brown soils combined with chestnut solonetz complexes, and, to a lesser extent, brown desert-steppe soil which were formed under arid climatic conditions. Another reason of such soil pattern is low level of ground waters under poor vegetation on the sloping plain complicated by enclosed depressions of various shapes and sizes, sandhills and gullies. 
Natural resources. Among the mineral resources of Akhtubinsky District there are hydrocarbon, hydro-mineral, cement and siliceous raw materials; common mineral resources, salt (sodium chloride), mineral, process and fresh water, therapeutic muds, sand and gravel materials, carbonate materials for construction purposes, lime, mineral pigments, glass sands. 

Hydrocarbon raw materials. There are several hydrocarbon deposits on the territory of the district : 
- Severo-verbluzhy, partly situated on the territory of Akhtubinsky District;

- Verbluzhy, partly situated on the territory of Akhtubinsky District;

Verbluzhye oil field was discovered in the territory of Severo-verbluzhy and Verbluzhy areas. As of 1 January 2011 oil reserves category А+В+С1+С2 in Verbluzhy deposit amount to 17.532 million tons.

- Baritovo-Udachny area, partly situated in the territory of Akhtubinsky District. Hydrocarbon reserves within Baritovo-Udachny area are not listed in the State Register of Mineral Reserves of the Russian Federation.

- West-Pribaskunchaksky area. Hydrocarbon reserves within the area are not listed in the State Register of Mineral Reserves of the Russian Federation.

- South-Pribaskunchaksky area. Hydrocarbon reserves within the area are not listed in the State Register of Mineral Reserves of the Russian Federation.

- Kozinsky area is partly situated in Akhtubinsky District of Astrakhan region.  Hydrocarbon reserves within the area are not listed in the State Register of Mineral Reserves of the Russian Federation.

Taking into account the availability of the municipal deposit and potentially productive hydrocarbon areas, this municipal deposit will be developed in accordance with art. 25 of the Underground Resources Law of the Russian Federation № 2395-I dated 21.02.1992.
Common mineral resources. The right to use Yuzhny, Sredny Baskunchak and Severny areas of Nizhne-Baskunchakskoye gypsum deposit has been granted to «KNAUF GYPS BASKUNCHAK» CJSC.

In Yuzhny area of Nizhne-Baskunchaksky deposit as of 1 January 2011 gypsum reserves category В+С1 amount to 31 303.6 thousand tons.

In Sredny Baskunchak area of Nizhne-Baskunchaksky deposit as of 1 January 2011 gypsum reserves category С1 amount to 5 347.8 thousand tons.

In Severny area of Nizhne-Baskunchaksky deposit as of 1 January 2011 gypsum reserves category В+С1 amount to 3 672.502 thousand tons.

In the unallocated mineral reserves fund there are two little deposits of brick raw materials used in the brick and tile industry: Vladimirovskoye (reserves category В amount to 293 thousand m3) and Petropavlovkoye (reserves category А+В+С1 amount to 572,362 thousand m3).

Common salt.

The right to use salt deposit of lake Baskunchak has been granted to «RUSSOL» LLC. Due to large salt reserves, nonoccurence of stripping works, open-cut mining method and proximity to the trunk railroad, this deposit is considered as one of the biggest in Russia and in neighbouring countries.  As of 1 January 2010 salt reserves category А+В+С1 amount to 114 961 thousand tons.

Healing mineral waters. At this date six mineral water deposits have been developed and protected.  
In 1990s two deposits of underground mineral waters were discovered in Akhtubinksky district, namely « Kochevoye » and « Mineral ». “Kochevoye” waters have chloride sulphate and sodium in their composition with 6 – 6.5 g/dm3 of salt concentration. Waters of “Mineral” deposit have low salinity (2.4 – 2.6 g/dm3), they contain chloride sulphate and sodium. Currently, these deposits are not being operated. 
In 2008 mineral water reserves of « Pokrovskoye » deposit were protected. It is situated in the Eastern part of Pokrovka village of Akhtubinsky District in Astrakhan region. The waters have chloride sulphate, sodium and calcium in compsition with 6.0 – 6.5 g/dm3 of salt concentration. « Pokrovskoye » deposit was prepared for industrial development but it was not used in 2011. 

Process waters. Underground waters, both mineralized and fresh, are used by various industrial sites of the district for technical process purposes. 
Their salt concentration amounts to 4 - 5 g/dm3, they are low-mineralized and they have chloride sulphate, sodium, calcium and magnesium in their chemical composition.

Fresh waters. In the territory of Astrakhan region fresh underground waters deposits are mostly developed in Akhtubinsky District as well as in Volga and Akhtuba floodplain. 

The only thouroughly explored fresh waters deposit of Astrakhan region called Baskunchak deposit is situated in the territory of Akhtubinsky District. Registered reserves category A amount to 2.7 thousand m3/day, non-commercial reserves category А+С1 amount to 2.7 thousand. m3/day, water salinity equals to 0.4 – 0.6 g/dm3. The deposit is being developed by Privolzhskaya railway of OJSC “Russian railways of the Ministry of the Means of Communication (MPS) of the Russian Federation”.
In 2005 fresh water reserves of category B were protected in the amount of 0.15 thousand m3/day in the area « Verkhny Baskunchak » of Baskunchak deposit. Water salinity: 0.8 – 1.0 g/dm3.

From 1980 to 1993 7 undeground fresh water areas, potentially useful for drinking, households and industrial process, were discovered in Akhtubinsky District: Kirovsky, Rozhdestvensky, Poimenny, Stepnoy-I, Stepnoy-II, Vyreznoy. There reserves were approved by NTS PGO “Nizhnevolzhskgeologya” in 1995. 
There are also undeground water areas in the district which are potentially important for geological exploration and extraction: Aqua, Kristall, Rosa, Mineral-1, Glubokye Kolodtsy and Glubokye Kolodtsy -1. 

Fresh underground water reserves of Volga and Akhtuba floodplain are almost not used even though they are potentially useful for household drinking water supply. 
Therapeutic muds. In 2005 thorough exploration of therapeutic mineral muds deposit of Lake Baskunchak made it possible to protect reserves in two areas: « Linza Zapadnaya » (category B reserves of 2.78 thousand m3, category С1 reserves of 1.46 thousand m3) and «Linza Severnaya» (category B reserves of 1.37 thousand m3, category С1 reserves of 1.10 thousand m3). The deposit is being developed by “Health resort «Baskunchak» LLC with therapeutic purposes.

Glass sands. Srednebaskunchaksky Glass sand deposit was discovered due to additional exploration of secondary deposits in the overburden rocks of Nizhnebaskunchaksky gypsum deposit. As on January 01, 2010 raw material reserves category С1 amounts to 374.3 thousand tons.

There is an unexplored glass sand deposit in the territory of municipal unit «Pologozaymischensky rural council”.
Hydromineral, siliceous, cement, sand and gravel raw materials, carbonate materials for construction lime, mineral pigments. These mineral resources are localized in the territory of Bogdinsko-Baskunchaksky nature zapovednik (park) which is considered a specially protected area (OOPT) created to preserve and protect the typical unique nature landscape, flora and fauna variety, cultural and natural heritage, which makes it impossible to develop deposits and mineral resources areas. 
Bromine-containing brine of Lake Baskunchak salt deposit is a source of technical bromine (hydromineral raw material). Bromine reserves category А+В+С1, estimated in 1975, amount to 140.517 thousand tons and are considered non-commercial. 
Siliceous raw material reserves of Ak-Dzharsky deposit (1480 thousand m3 in category С1) and Baskunchaksky deposit (1500 thousand tons in category С2) are not listed in the national register. 
Non-commercial sand-gravel mixture reserves of Surikovsky deposit in category А+В+С1 amount to 1 105 thousand m3.

Kubatausskoye deposit of carbonate materials for construction lime, disovered in 1972, was not developed, non-commercial lime reserves category А+В+С1 amounts to 2 314 thousand m3.

Astrakhan region does not dispose of its own raw materials to produce cement, so they are delivered from other regions. Chalk, marly and opoka materials in areas « Balka Belaya », « Balka Peschernaya » and « Kuba-Tau » can be used as a cement raw material. They are not registered because of unfavourable technical and mining conditions as well as their poor quality. 
In the Lake Baskunchak territory two iron clay areas were disovered, namely Kubataussky and Bogdinsky areas. The clays can be used as a pigment to make dry and oil paints type “Zhelezny Surik” and “Mumia”, as well as in production of cement-lime paints and decorative finishing mortars. Kubatausky reserves category С2 amount to 3.148 million tons, while Bogdinsky reserves in category С2 equal to 10 million tons».

Flora. Vegetation is heterogenous, which is explained by terrain particularities and soil cover.
 
Volga-Akhtuba floodplain vegetation is meadow-steppe, meadow and meadow-boggy type.  

The territory of the floodplain of the district is a meadow. Natural vegetation in the floodplain develops in specific conditions associated with land relief, soil and climate variety, as well as long and late overflooding of the Volga river and its tributaries. After flood fall the soil loses its moisture, ground water level drops sharply and the soil surface dries up. This is why the most widespread natural species are those which can survive long flooding and renew vegetation in the periods of flood fall, for example, rhizomatous grasses, rhizomatous sedge and meadow plants, as well as many annual plants.  
Natural monuments. «Kapustinoyarsky» was annouced a Natural monument after the decision №° 616 of the Astrakhan regional Council of people’s deputies dated 04/10/1985. It is a sharp sedge, bromegrass, clubroot and bedstraw meadow which is situated in the Central part of the Volga-Akhtuba floodplain. It covers 40 ha of land. Reference meadow areas of the floodplain grassland landscape were declared natural monument. « Kapustinoyarsky » natural monument was created to preserve natural grassland ecosystems typical for Astrakhan region, as well as to observe and monitor the changes in grassland ecosystem composition and productivity in the conditions of intensive economic development of the Volga-Akhtuba floodplain. 
Protected areas. National nature park (zapovednik) «Bogdinsko-Baskunchaksky» with the total surface of 18 478 ha was founded by the Decree of the Russian Federation government №° 1445 dated 18 November 1997. Unique objects are situated in the territory of the national park and its surroundings: Big Bogdo (Bolshoye Bogdo) mountain, “Green Garden” (Zeleny Sad), Sharbulak tract, karst fields, funnels and caves. The park is adjacent to the Baskunchak, the biggest deposited salt lake in Europe. It is situated in the north-east of Astrakhan region in the Caspian sea plain. The Baskunchak is situated on the borders with the National park. The highest point of the park and even of Astrakhan region is Bogdo mountain which is a salt dome with absolute height of +150 m. The park plays an essential role in preservation of the Caspian biological diversity.  In the relatively small territory of the park we may find about 400 kinds of higher plants, which is almost half of the Astrakhan region flora. 8 species of higher plants are included in the Red Book of Russia (common late tulip, crimson larkspur, feather grass). 9 kinds of relic plants are found in the park. The park’s flora is characterized by the presence of various rare plants that are at the border of their outspread. 
2 kinds of amphibians and 12 species of reptiles are found in the territory of the park. In Russia, Bogdo Mountain is the only habitat of Alsophylax pipiens listed in the Red Book of Russia. 
Bogdinsko-Bascunchaksky park is the habitat for 200 bird species, 16 of them are registered in the Red Book of Russia including 4 species mentioned in the IUCN Red list. Mammal fauna of the park comprises 41 species including 9 species of bats, 10 predator species, 19 kinds of rodents. Big quantity and density of rodents explains a large amount of predator birds. The park is also important to preserve saiga antelope population. 
State Nature Preserve (zakaznik) «Bogdinsko-Baskunchaksky» was established by   Decree №° 196 of the head of Astrakhan region administration dated 25.11.1993 in order to protect and restore the natural complexes of lake Baskunchak, Big Bogdo mountain and adjacent semi-desert landscapes. 
Total area of the preserve is 35.222 thousand ha. It is forbidden to organize any activities harmful to the environment or hindering the protection, restoration and reproduction of nature preservation complexes and object. Karst caves are considered one of the main tourist attractions. 
3.2. Transport
Akhtubinsky district has a well-developed transport system. It also has a railway connection with the whole railway network of the Russian Federation. The regional highway Volgograd-Astrakhan passes through Akhtubinsky district. There is a bus connection with Volgograd, Astrakhan, Moscow, Voronezh, Kazan cities. There is a local airport as well. Road passanger transport comprises the Akhtubinsky ATP buses, as well as minibuses and taxies of individual entrepreneurs. 
Road transport plays an important role in the transport system of Akhtubinsky district. Annually, motor transport accounts for over 50% of all transportation. 
Regular buses connect all the localities of the municipal unit with the district center – the town of Akhtubinsk.  Only residents of the municipal unit Sadovoye  village and some remote farms do not have a bus connection with the city because of poor quality of roads. 660 people in total did not have a bus connection with the city in 2013 which is 0.98% from the average annual number of residents in Akhtubinsky district. 
Federal law « On road traffic safety » charged local self-governing authorities to assure road safety on their own within their competence. Special target programme entitled “Improving road safety in the municipal unit “Akhtubisky district” for the years 2011-2013” was carried out and approved by Decree №°703 of the administration of the municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district” dated 06.06.2011 in order to improve road safety, passenger transportation and measures to protect life and health of people on roads.  
« Akhtubinskaya shipping company » LLC operates in the territory of the district. It owns a port on the other side of the Kalmynka river which can be used in various functional ways. Railway transportation in the territory of the district is effected by the branch « Privolzhskaya Railway » of « RZHD » OJSC.
Currently, company « Russian Railways (RZHD) » is implementing a major investment project « Overall reconstruction of “Trubnaya-Baskunchak-Askarayskaya railroad” required by the national programme “Russian Railway Transportation Development Strategy till 2030”.   The aim of the project is to develop transport infrastructure and to increase the capacity of this railroad.  
Road facilities. There are 480.20 km of regional public roads in the municipal unit « Akhtubinsky district ».  In total, by the end of 2013 there were 131.8 km of paved roads.  There are no ownerless roads in the municipal district.

Most of the regional public roads do not meet regulatory standard requirements and need overhaul and current repair and maintenance.  Within 2013 25.7 km of roads were repaired. Urban and rural settlements of Akhtubinsky district take an active part in implementation of the special long-term sectoral programme « Development of road facilities in Astrakhan region from 2012 to 2016, and development perspectives till 2020” 
3.3. Energy Resources (Electricity, Gas)

Gas supply. Within 2013 gas was distributed to 576 households. As on January 1, 2014 gas supply rate in the municipal district amounted to 10%. 
The total length of gas distribution pipelines of high, medium and low pressure is 95.1 km.

The district completed the works on construction of the gas distribution pipeline network in the village Pologoye Zaymische. 
Works on construction of the gas distribution pipeline network in the village Pokrovka were conducted. 

The following work is being carried out: design and estimate documentation for gas supply in Akhtubinsky district from Verbluzhye village to Dzhelga village and villages Verkhny, Sredny, Nizhny Baskunchak. 
Gas supply to the southern part of Akhtubinsky district is expected after construction of the 146.9-kilometer-long connecting pipeline « Kharabali-Akhtubinsk 2-Akhtubinsk 1 » under the second stage of the investment programme of «Gasprom» OJSC entitled «Development programme of gas supply and gasification of Astrakhan region from 2012 through 2020”.

Electric power supply. A new 220kV substation “Vladimirovka” is being constructed in the town of Akhtubinsk.  It will have 6 times more capacity than existing substations, and it will be capable to provide electricity not only to local industrial and social sphere objects but also to growing industries in Askarayskoe.
The substation construction was scheduled in the framework of national economic modernization, and it is financed under the federal target program concerning energy supply system reconstruction. 
3.4. Communication Services

Communications. Communication services in the territory of Akhtubinsky district are very up-to-date and modern with the presence of all the major mobile and fixed network operators, and Internet access. 
Geographical situation of the city is favorable for good mobile phone reception. 
Akhtubinsky district has regional telecommunications facility, remote signalling system of Privolzhskaya railway of ОАО «RZHD» (Russian railways), internal departmental telephone connections. 
Mobile operators:

· Beeline;

· Megafon;

· MTS;

· SMARTS.

Mobile communication standards: GSM, GPRS, EDGE, 3G (HSDPA).

There is a branch of the Federal postal service in the city: Akhtubinsky post office of the Federal postal service of Astrakhan region, branch of the Federal State Unitary Enterprise FGUP « Russian Post ».

There is also an enterprise providing telephone connection in the city and the district entitled Akhtubinsky telecom center, branch of OJSC UTK « Svyazinform ». 
Television broadcasting. Akhtubinsk disposes of its local television studio:  « ATV-Center »  
«Trank» CJSC (branch of «Stream-TV») broadcasts 43 television channels via cable network. 
There is a steady reception of the following television channels: 
· «First channel»;
· «Rossya» и AGTRK «Lotos»;

· «NTV» and «ATV-Center».

Sattelite television is also broadcast (NTV+, Tricolor-TV). 
3.5 Human/Labour Resources

As on 01.01.2014 population of the town of Akhtubinsk and its district amounted to 66640 people, or 98.4 % in comparison with 2012 (67696 people on 01.01.2013 ), including among them urban population of 49.647 thousand people, or 74.5 % of all the district population, and rural population of 16.993 thousand people.

Within 2013, 921 children were born in Akhtubinsky district which is 38 children less than in 2012 (959). Overall birth rate coefficient was equal to 13.6 per 1000 people (13.9 in 2012).

In 2013, 994 people died in the district (1107 in 2012). Overall mortality rate index was 14.7 per 1000 people compared to 16.1 in 2012. 
Natural population loss in 2013 amounted to 73 people (148 people in 2012). The number of deceased people was 1.1 times more than the number of people born. 
Compared to 2012 migration rate reduced and in 2013 amounted to (-983) people vs (-2015) people in 2012. 

Age pattern of the population in 2013 is characterized as follows: active employable population equals to 57.6% of total population; 21.9% of population older than employable age; 20.5% population younger than employable age. 
In 2013, Civil Acts Registration Offices registered 592 marriages and 380 divorces. Compared to 2012 the number of marriages declined by 1.2% while the number of divorces was reduced by 2.6%. 64 couples out of 100 got divorced in 2013 versus 65 in 2012. 

By the end of December 2013 there were 272 inactive people registered at the state employment agencies, 216 of them had the status of unemployed, 196 of them were granted unemployment allowances.

As at beginning of the year average salary rate in the district amounted to 17853.7 rubles (24294.9  rubles in the region). Average salary rate increased on 15.5% compared to the same period of 2012. 
The most significant increase of the average salary rate was observed in the sphere of education (140.9 %), wholesale and retail trade (140.5 %), financial activities (130.0%). The following sectors witnessed the least increase rate of the average salary: fishing and fish farming (97.3%), mining (100.4%), hotels and restaurants (107.6%). 
3.6. Human Resources Potential

Human capital assets are considered one of the most important resources. In the territory of the municipal unit « Akhtubinsky district » the following educational institutions are in charge of human resources preparation and training.

4. status of development in social and cultural spheres 

4.1. The Public Health Services 

The following healthcare institutions constitute the public health services of Akhtubinsky district: State-Financed Health Institution of the Astrakhan region “Hospital of Akhtubinsky district”, In-patient Hospital №3 of State Healthcare Institution “Regional TB Dispensary (the town of Akhtubinsk), Regional State Healthcare Institution “Narcological Dispensary” (the town of Akhtubinsk). 

The structure of all the healthcare institutions of the region includes the following satellites: 4 rural district hospitals, 1 out-patient clinic, 9 medical and obstetric centers. The target aim of all the healthcare institutions is to provide free access and high quality of the medical care for all the population of the district. 

State-Financed Health Institution of the Astrakhan region “Hospital of Akhtubinsky district” provides in-patient care, hospital-replacing care and outpatient care. 

2 institutional medical centers are also located on the territory of the region - Non-Governmental Healthcare Institution “Central Clinic at V.Baskunchak Railroad Station” of “RZD” JSC and Military Hospital (150 patient capacity) of Federal State-Funded Institution “Regional Military Clinical Hospital 1602 of the North Caucasus Military District” of the Ministry of Defence of the Russian Federation. 

4.2. Education 

The educational system of the the town of Akhtubinsk and the district includes children’s pre-school institutions, comprehensive secondary schools, extended activities institutions, initial professional education institutions, secondary professional education institutions, higher professional education institutions. 

There are 32 educational institutions within the system of the pre-school education of the Municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district”: 20 municipal pre-school educational institutions, 12 comprehensive secondary schools with programs of pre-school education. 
There is a developing system of the children’s extended education on the territory of the Municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district”, which includes: 7 extended activities institutions (4 of them are multidiscipline and 3 of them are single-discipline). 

4.3. Physical Training and Sports 

On the territory of Akhtubinsky district there are 106 sports facilities, which include 2 stadiums, 59 planar sport facilities, 33 gyms, 1 swimming pool, 2 youth sports school (one of them is a branch of the Astrakhan youth sports school). 

There is an adopted program “The development of the physical training and sports of Akhtubinsky district in 2011-2015”. All the spheres of the municipal target Program are supported by the program of the region. Akhtubinsky district was included in the program for construction of multifunctional sports grounds in 2012-2015. 



5. INVESTMENT CLIMATE 

5.1. Guidelines for Investment Climate of the District 

Attraction of investments in the economy of Akhtubinsky district is an important sphere. The Akhtubinsky district administration settled a range of activities to improve predictability level, to promote transparency and distinctness of the situation, to cover all the aspects which can influence the risk level for the investors. 

A complex of measures had been worked out for sustainable development of the district. It is enlisted in the area planning scheme, approved by the decision of the MU “Akhtubinsky district” Council dated 11 November  2009 № 7. One of the main targets of the area planning is to improve investment attractiveness of the area. 

According to the statistical information the rate of the total investments to fixed capital assets from all the sources of funds in 2013 makes 556.3 million rubles.  

The following enterprises had participated in the investment process within Akhtubinsky district: Russol (Limited Liability Company), Knauf Gips Baskunchak (Closed Joint-Stock Company), Akgtubinsky SSRZ (Closed Joint-Stock Company), TRV Akhtubinsk (Limited Liability Company), TPK Linkos (Closed Joint-Stock Company), several farm households, RZD (Open Joint-Stock Company). 

The following significant investment projects are in progress on the territory of the district: 

- construction of industrial health complex “Zolotoy Bugor”;

- overall technical upgrading and updating of electric substation 220 kV “Vladimirovka”;

- construction of vegetable stores; 

- implementation of the target program “Energy conservation and energy efficiency improvement” within the government-funded organizations of the MU “Akhtubinsky district”;

- reconstruction of the Vladimirovskaya Poultry Factory (Limited Liability Company); 

- re-equipment of Khauf Gips Baskunchak (Closed Joint-Stock Company); 

- continued re-equipment of Russol (Limited Liability Company); 

- re-equipment of “ASSRZ” (CJSC); 

- development of gas infrastructure on the territory of the district.

The following projects are scheduled for 2015: 

- construction of light utility wings assembly line. This project is scheduled for the period from 2015 till 2017; 

- construction of bitumen-making plant of “Yuzhno-Neftyanaya Kompaniya” (LLC); 

- construction of greenhouse complex nearby the Pokrovka Village; 

- reconstruction of cultural and tourist complex of the Municipal Budgetary Institution of Culture “Folklife Culture Center”; 

- construction of housing for orphaned children; 

- construction of kindergarten. 

The main target of the investment development of the district is to create stable economic base and to raise the well-being of all the population of the district, while the main target of the local government authorities is to select the appropriate conditions for sustainable development of the district. The following key procedures were selected by the Akhtubinsky Municipal District Administration to provide the attractiveness of Akhtubinsky district within the territory of Astrakhan region. 

1. Establishment of the congenial investment climate on the territory of the district - further development of the municipal investment legislation. 

2. Development of the investment activities infrastructure. 

3. Enhancement of the effectiveness of municipal supportive measures for investment activities, municipal procurement system. 

4. Realization of measures for investment flows retargeting to science-intensive hi tech sectors. 

5. Information and personnel support of the investment activities. 

With appropriate realization of the investment strategy the municipal unit should obtain higher rating with subsequent attractiveness for investors, thus providing stable private capital flow to the economy of the district and raise of the public investment funds efficiency. 

5.2. Business Development Capacity 

The distinctive features for investment attractiveness of Akhtubinsky District are the following: good economic and geographic position close to regional centers – Volgograd City and Astrakhan City; extensive system of transportation lines – federal railway branch, which connects the European part of the country with the countries in the Middle East; regional highway Astrakhan – Volgograd; inland harbor; local airport. 

Priority growth areas for small and medium entrepreneurship development on the territory of the MU “Akhtubinsky district” are the following: 

1. Public amenities, after-sale services (computer equipment, watches and clock repair works, repair of telephone sets, umbrellas, gasses). 

2. Public catering. Fast food. Summertime café (without alcohol-containing products). 

3. Youth entertainment (beach parties, discos, etc.). 

4. Tourism (eco-tourism, rural tourism, industrial tourism, educational tourism). 

5. Parties operators. 
6. Funeral services. 
7. Commercial vehicles camping. 
8. Public utility services. Housing maintenance and utilities. Public amenities. 

9. Children care (‘Evening time baby-sitters’). 

10. Private kindergartens. 

11. Infant development schools (from 1 year till 6 years age). 

12. Commission and pawn business (“garage-sales”). 

13. Health care services. 
14. Foodstuff manufacturing. 
15. Gathering and processing of the secondary raw materials. 

16. Information business. 
17. Internet trading. 
18. Consumer electronics maintenance and repair. 

19. Gas equipment maintenance and repair.

20. Staff training for small entrepreneurship. 

21. Sports business (technical clubs). 
22. Apartment house management (condominium partnership, legal and accounting documentation). 

23. Animal agriculture, plant breeding, agriproduct proceeding. 

24. Beach recreation business (summertime water-based recreation business). 

25. Dry cleaning. 
5.3. Tourism 

The current trend for small entrepreneurship development is the tourism sector. The development prospects for tourism growth on the territory of Akhtubinsky district are based on its good geographic and geopolitical position, existing environmental and recreation resources, extant infrastructure. 

Environmental and recreation resources can be estimated as one of the main conditions for tourist attraction to Akhtubinsky district. 

The preliminary analysis of touristic and recreation resources of the territory revealed that the district has resources for development of the following touristic businesses with various consumer groups: 

- location nearby the Volga and the Akhtuba rivers allows to make tourist scenes with beach recreations on the shores of these rivers; 

- extended system of lakes and rivers should allow development of club fishing tourism, both regarding methods of fishing (spinning, trolling, flyfishing) and conditions of fishing (static fishing and float / boat fishing) for all the touristic categories – local and external; 

- the unique wild landscape is perfect for sports tourism (water skiing, craft water touring, scooter boating, etc.);  

- location of settlements and villages within the Volga-Akhtuba flood plain (close to rivers and lakes) allows prospective development of agri-tourism (family recreation in guest houses with various reasonable services); 

- the following objects can be treated as main industrial tourism sights: 

· Salt extraction in Nizhniy Baskunchak settlement (started in 1882) has the following sights: salt extraction museum, Health and Recreation Resort of “Russol-Kurort” (LLC); 

· Production site of Knauf Gips Baskunchak (Close Joint-Stock Company) (established in 1932) with modern production facilities. It has the following sights: plaster quarry, “Mramornoye Lake”, KNAUF dry pack mortar production site (Rotband, Goldband), 

· Federal Flight Test Center named after Tchkalov V.P. with modern aerotechnics. Memorial complex “Wing of the Icarus”; 

- resources of the Bogdinsk-Baskunchak Nature National Park and of the Bogdinsk-Baskunchak National Nature-Sanctuary can be considered for the development of eco-tourism, as well as many other natural objects can be interesting for tourists (rivers, lakes, oak woods, steppe landscapes, etc.); 

- main ethnographic and historical tourism trends can be realized through pilgrimage tourism (attendance of orthodox cultural heritage objects), establishment of authentic ethnographical villages, making tourist scenes with regards to historical events and with attendance of the memorials dedicated to the Great Patriotic War, attraction of tourists for participation in main cultural and sports events in the territory of the district. 

Various social and cultural objects, historical objects, recreation and entertainment centers (cultural centers, parks, restaurants, cafes), sports objects (sports complex, stadium, sports grounds) can be considered as objects for sightseeing. 

Akhtubinsky district has various cultural and sports traditions. Many important cultural and sports events, thematic exhibitions take place on the territory of the district. Each of the events has its own history, and it is organized in accordance with existing traditions, with invitations of the participants not only from Astrakhan Region, but from other regions of the Russian Federation as well. 

The touristic speciality is education and health promotion. Educative resources of the region have the following aspects: architectural, archeological, historical memorials. There are various walking, water, ecological, sports and health routs. There are several objects for fishing, pilgrimage tourism, environmental and sports and health tourism. But in general this sphere is ill-developed (Appendix № 6). 


Administration of Akhtubinsky district considers the development of tourism as one of the aspects for general investment attractiveness of the district. Akhtubinsky district has all the resources for tourism industry – lands, human resources and natural resources. The main target is to find the investor for construction of this infrastructure with further attraction of the tourists to the district. The basic principle for this sector is to provide commercial services of high quality, which now Akhtubinsky district really lacks. Thus, to develop tourism industry on the territory of Akhtubinsky district it is necessary to develop the following services: hotels, public catering, cultural and entertaining centers, health care complexes, sports objects, recreation and holiday centers. 

For referential use: 

1) There are 13 hotels on the territory of Akhtubinsky district. All the hotels have different owners. There are no municipal hotels on the territory of the city and of the district;

2) There are 29 food catering enterprises within the city and 10 food catering enterprises on the territory of the district;

3) There are 12 credit institutions (Appendix № 7); 

4) There are 6 enterprises within insurance market (Appendix № 8); 

5) There are 4 real-estate agencies (Appendix № 9). 

5.4. Laws and Regulations for Investment Process in the Territory 

of Akhtubinsky District 

If the investment project meets the main goals for development of the municipal unit, all the investment project originators are provided investment project coordination based on one-stop principle, as well as other nonfinancial supportive measures: 

1) processing (sending) of application forms and requests to Federal State governmental authorities, governmental authorities of Astrakhan Region for assistance to investment project originators regarding implementation of their investment projects; 

2) distribution of positive information about the investor; 

3) publishing of information about the project under implementation on official web-site of the administration of the district; 

4) assistance to investor in organization, administrative and legal issues in the process of investment project implementation regarding the following aspects: 

- selection of investment sites in the territory of Akhtubinsky district; 

- processing papers for a land plot for the investment project implementation; 

- validation of documents for investment project implementation; 

- staff recruitment among the human resources of Akhtubinsky district. 

5) appropriate consultancy, guidance, informational support; 

         6) other nonfinancial measures. 

Rules and regulations, based on one-stop center principle, for investment projects support in the territory of the Municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district” were approved by the Resolution of the Municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district” Administration dated 07-31-2013 №871. Named above document was published on official web-site of the Municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district” Administration (http://ahtuba.astrobl.ru). 

Scheme for creation of investment objects’ infrastructure in the territory of the Unit “Akhtubinsky district” was established by the Order of the Municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district” Head of Administration dated 12-18-2013 №621-р. Named above document had been published on official web-site of the Municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district” Administration. 

The investment strategy of the district was developed until 2020. Named above document was published on official web-site of the Municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district” Administration (http://ahtuba.astrobl.ru). 

Bank of the investment memorandums was composed and published on official web-site of the Municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district” Administration, as well as on web-site of government authorities (83 investment sites and 10 business ideas). A list of such memorandums is a brought up to date form. 
A business incubator was established in 2008 in the territory of the district. This incubator provides rented space on special inducement, office equipment, postal and secretary services, consulting services. 

In 2013 there was established multipurpose center with one place for acceptance, registration and release of all the appropriate documents to private individuals and to corporate customers regarding government and municipal services. In 2012 there was established a special office of Astrakhan Business Support Center regarding microfinance. Since 2010 the Administration had established Council responsible for urban planning and investment strategy on the territory of the Municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district”. 

Laws and regulations for establishment of congenial investment climate had been established on the territory of Akhtubinsky district. Regulations on investment activities on the territory of the MU “Akhtubinsky district” had been established by Resolution dated 09-03-2010 №1258. Form for Agreement about social and economic co-operation had been established by Resolution of the MU “Akhtubinsky district” Administration dated 10-06-2011 №1235. 

Legal and economic basis for investment activities in the form of capital investments on the territory of the Russian Federation is established by Federal Law dated 02-25-1999 N 39-ФЗ “Concerning Investment Activities Carried Out in the Russian Federation in the Form of Capital Investments” with amendments and additions. Named above law establishes guarantee of equal protection of rights, property and interests of investors carried out in the form of capital investments irrespective to form of ownership. 

The investment activities on the territory of the Astrakhan region are implemented in accordance with the Law of Astrakhan region dated 04-13-2011 № 17/2011-ОЗ “Concerning government support of investment activities on the territory of Astrakhan region”. 

There are following forms for investment activities government support on the territory of Astrakhan region: 

- award of status to investment project (investment project approved by the Government of Astrakhan region; especially important investment project; investment project with implementation on the territory of overall development); 

- submission of budget investments; 

- submission of subsidies from the budget of Astrakhan region; 

- submission of Astrakhan region government guarantee to investment projects; 

- ensuring performance of loan obligations by investor through property pawning from pledge fund of Astrakhan region. 

There are several statutory documents which regulate support and development of small and medium entrepreneurships, including producers of agricultural goods: 

1) Resolution of the Astrakhan Region Administration dated 03-20-2007 N 87-П “About approval of Regulations on subsidies government support for small and medium entrepreneurships” (as revised 04-17-2014);  

2) Resolution of the Astrakhan Region Administration dated 03-26-2009 №123-П (Grants for private business establishment for private entrepreneurs and legal entities registered in a time period not earlier that 1 year prior to applying for a grant); 

3) Resolution of the Astrakhan Region Administration dated 09-27-2012 №422-П (Subsidies on credit interest rates. Credit should be granted to small and medium entrepreneurships for construction of production facilities, plants, buildings for their own needs, procurement of equipment for establishment, development, modernization of production sites (goods, works, services). It is granted to small entrepreneurships – legal entities with average number of 50 and more employees);

4) Resolution of the Astrakhan Region Administration dated 09-27-2012 №422-П (Subsidies of small and medium entrepreneurships expenses. All the expenses should be associated with equipment procurement for establishment and (or) development and (or) modernization production sites (goods, works, services). It is granted to small entrepreneurships – legal entities with average number of 30 and more employees); 

5) Resolution of the Astrakhan Region Administration dated 03-20-2007 №87-П (Subsidization of lease payments. Subsidization is effected according to lease agreements signed after January 1st, 2009. Subsidization should be implemented through all leasing agreement time, but in any case no more than 2 years. If the project investment is above 20 million rubles, the subsidization should be implemented in a period below 4 years.); 

6) Resolution of the Astrakhan Region Administration dated 12-30-2008 №674-П (Energy saving program. The governmental support is provided to small entrepreneurships of Akhtubinsky District and to infrastructural objects which support small and medium entrepreneurships implementing energy saving programs). 

The following statutory documents are applicable on the territory of Akhtubinsky District for development and support of small and medium entrepreneurships (including producers of agricultural goods): 

1) Since 2012 there had been established Entrepreneurship Council lead by the Head of the MU “Akhtubinsky district”. Named Entrepreneurship Council had been established for preliminary discussions about problems regarding development and municipal support of small and medium entrepreneurships on the territory of Akhtubinsky District, its influence on social and economic potential growth and welfare of the district, protection of its interests. 

2) Regulations on united tax on imputed income for particular types of activity are applicable.  

3) Resolution dated 08-20-2014 №1254 “About approval of Regulations on annual tender “The best business plan (project) of Akhtubinsky District”;  

4) Resolution dated 05-21-2014 №761 “About approval of Regulations on the procedure and conditions for business plans competitive selection aimed for municipal support of small and medium business on the territory of Akhtubinsky district”. 

5) Resolution dated 06-25-2014 №933 “About approval of Regulations on subsidization of operating expenses of small and medium business entities regarding establishment of their business on the territory of the MU “Akhtubinsky district”. Referential note: small business entities are newly established organizations or newly registered private entrepreneur, peasant (farm) yards, consumer co-operative, which correspond to the requirements of clause 5 of the article 4 of the Federal Act dated 07-24-2007 №209-ФЗ “Concerning the Development of Small and Medium-Sized Business in the Russian Federation”, statutorily registered on the territory of Astrakhan region and working less than 1 year prior to applying to the Economic Development Department of the Municipal Unit “Akhtubinsky district” Administration for a grant. 

For the purpose of management of all the problems and questions regarding investment activities there is direct communication between the investors and the head of the municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district”. There is Internet cabinet of the head of the municipal unit Victor Vedishev on web-site of the MU “Akhtubinsky district” administration - http://ahtuba.astrobl.ru ,  e-mail: adm.mo.ahtubinsk@mail.ru. 
5.5. Prospects of the Investment Development of Akhtubinsky District 

One of the main targets for the administration of the district is to provide essential and favorable conditions for intensive economic growth and improvement of the people’s quality of life. The achievement of this target is possible with attraction of investments into real economy. The amount and growth rate of the investments into fixed assets can be considered as indicator of investment attractiveness of the district. Escalation of the investment attractiveness contributes to additional cash inflow, to economic expansion. 

All the matters regarding attractiveness of the district are set with participation of stakeholders, such as local population, businessmen, investors, guests of the district. 

The essential condition for economic development is the quality of the inhabitable environment, such as services to local population, living facilities, existing recreation zones and leisure and entertainment infrastructure, social climate, security, etc. 

In general, social and economic development of the municipal unit “Akhtubinsky district” is influenced by investment processes implemented on the territory of the district. 

Total amount of investments into fixed assets of big and medium enterprises and organizations based on the territory of Akhtubinsky district in 2013 is 566.3 million rubles, which is equal to 81.8% as compared with relevant period of 2012 (670.5 million rubles). 
All mentioned above figures for 2013 are drawn in the process of implementation of the following projects: 

- 245.0 million rubles – construction of industrial health complex “Zolotoy Bugor” (2013 – procurement of equipment, machinery, buildings); 
- 24.9 million rubles – production modernization, consolidation of material resources of Knauf Gips Baskunchak (Close Joint-Stock Company); 
- 9 million rubles - procurement of new equipment, machinery for “Akhtubinskaya Shipping Company” (LLC); 

- 3.2 million rubles - procurement of new equipment, Akhtubinskopprom (OJSC); 

- 92 million rubles – production modernization, procurement of equipment for “Vladimirovskaya Poultry Farm” (LLC); 

- 30 million rubles – consolidation of material resources of ASSRZ (CJSC); 

- 146.6 million rubles – development of agricultural sector; 

- 20.0 million rubles – general maintenance and reconstruction of schools, kindergarten, culture centers, district hospitals in Nizkniy Baskunchak Settlement, in the town of Akhtubinsk, in Zolotukha Village within the frames of the social partnership with Russol (LLC). 

The expected amount of the investment in 2014 is 593.6 million rubles, in 2015 – 630.1 million rubles, in 2016 – 671.5 million rubles, in 2017 – 714.3 million rubles. 

There are several target growth directions for the development of the district, as well as there are several investment projects to be implemented in the period from 2014 till 2017. The most important of them are the following: 

1. Construction of light utility wings assembly line with runway system and with other infrastructure of “SkyPoint” (LLC NPA). Estimated value of this investment project is 15 billion rubles. This project is scheduled from 2015 till 2017. 

2. Construction of bitumen production line of “Yuzhno-Neftyanaya Kompaniya” (LLC). The current investment to this project is 150 thousand dollars. According to preliminary estimations the oil-in-situ of this deposit is 16 million tons. 
3. Construction of greenhouse complex nearby Pokrovka Village. Estimated value of construction is 300 million rubles. 

4. Reconstruction of “Vladimirovskaya Poultry Farm” (LLC) in Pokrovka Village. The investment amount for implementation of this project is 60 million rubles. 

5. Reconstruction of milk processing mini factories in Pokrovka Village, in the Pechenivka Farmstead, in Uspenka Village. Estimated value of reconstruction is 18 million rubles. 

6. Construction of cultural and tourism complex “Folk Culture Center”. Estimated value of construction is 35.5 million rubles. 

7. Construction of 5 three-storey apartment houses. Construction documents are in progress. Estimated value of construction is 150 million rubles. 

8. Knauf Gips Baskunchak (Close Joint-Stock Company) has scheduled procurement of new upgraded equipment amounting to 114.7 million rubles. 
9. Construction of kindergarten in the town of Akhtubinsk (on the territory on the other side of the river) (total capacity – 120 kids). Construction of this object is scheduled in 2014. Estimated value of construction is 98 million rubles. 

10. Construction of three vegetable store cellars in Kapustin Yar Village. Estimated value of construction is 95 million rubles. 

11. Construction of agricultural products processing line in Zolotukha Village. Estimated value of construction is 4 million rubles. 

Implementation of the listed above projects should provide annual growth of the investment inputs on the territory of the municipal unit. 

The scope of work in the field of construction in 2013 constituted 3.310.8 million rubles, which is equal to 75% as compared with relevant period of 2012.  The target scope of work in the field of construction for 2014 is equal to 3128.2 million rubles (growth rate is 92%), for 2015 – 3266.4 million rubles (growth rate is 100.5%), for 2016 – 3427.8 million rubles (growth rate is 101%), for 2017 – 3544.6 million rubles (growth rate is 100%). 

All the listed above projects should provide the growth of the factor “The scope of work in the field of construction” in the period from 2014 till 2017. 

The administration of Akhtubinsky district leaves open the possibility to develop vacant territories of the city and of the district. Thus, primary preferences had been worked out for further development of the lands. There are several vacant business plans listed below (Appendixes 1-8).
